At the base of Blair Road where the river's edge walkway
intersects, an observation turret is proposed to facilitate
the movement of people over the floodwall to the river side,
as well as down to the waters edge through an interior,
circular staircase. The basic flood protection scheme
requires the construction of a new wall from river level,
along the length of Trinity Church, providing a base for the
turret construction, It is envisioned that the deck of the
turret will have a series of arrows fanning out like spokes
of a half wheel, pointing out interesting buildings and
features along the opposite bank. The Mill, Mill Race Park,
Cambridge Place, the Lutz House, the Carnegie Library, and
Main Street bridge would be identified with expanded
historical information provided.
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
