Subject: Property Tax Exemptions for Affordable Housing Update
Comments

On October 22, 2024, per report 24-056-CRS - Property Tax Exemption for Affordable
Housing, Council approved the City’s participation in the regional affordable housing tax
exemption program by providing a property tax exemption for the City’s portion of the annual
levy. Along with approving the recommendation for the City to participate in the regional
program, staff were also required to report back on the following items:

Outcomes of the First Year

° 13 applications were received by the Region of Waterloo; one is for a property in
Cambridge.
o All applications are under review by the Municipal Property Assessment

Corporation (MPAC); none approved yet.

Tax Shifts

o There are no properties yet approved under the program and therefore no
associated shift of tax levy between property classes. Future tax shifts are possible,
but the extent is unknown.

Level of Interest from Property Developers

o In the ruling on Stamford Kiwanis Non-Profit Homes Inc. v. Municipal Property
Assessment Corporation (MPAC), the Ontario Court of Appeal clarified that non-
profits organized for relief of economic need could qualify for permanent property
tax exemptions within the Assessment Act.

w
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° This court ruling is expected to decrease applications from non-profits under the
regional exemption program and MPAC is actively reviewing properties that meet
the clarified exemption requirements and will then designate the properties as
exempt. No properties in the City of Cambridge have been made exempt as of the
2026 closed tax roll return.

o Low application numbers may also be due to the long-term affordability requirement
(up to 60 years by Region; 20 years by City).

Duration of the Property Tax Exemption Program

° Staff will continue to monitor developments with any applications submitted to the
regional program as well as any appeals submitted to MPAC. Once there are
results to review, a recommendation on the duration of the program or applicability
of the program will be possible.

Update — HAF Initiative No. 1

On November 13, 2025, staff presented report 25-011-CFS for the affordable housing
developments at 25 Chalmers Street South and 579 Grand Ridge Drive. During the meeting,
Council asked several questions. This memo provides answers.

Questions and Responses

1. Will there be any change in density or height?

Council approved site-specific zoning for both properties, including maximum heights
and a minimum parking standard. The proposed designs comply with these zoning

rules.

Any increases in height or reduction in parking would require a new Zoning By-law
Amendment which is a public process and decided on by Council. Any changes to
setbacks would require a minor variance which is also a public process.

2. Is the City’s definition of Affordable Housing consistent with the Province’s?

The City uses the same definition of affordable housing as the Province. This definition
considers housing affordable if the rent or purchase price does not exceed 30% of
household income and the rent or price is below average market rent or price. For
these developments, the City has accepted the CMHC definition of affordable housing
and CMHC defines affordable housing similarly. The definitions will be consistent with

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federal funding program standards and may evolve with new program funding
definitions.

These developments are not supportive housing projects.

3. What are the next steps in the process?
The next steps for both projects are:
¢ Finalize and execute the Agreement of Purchase and Sale (APS),
e Complete site plan approval by December 1, 2026, and
e Prepare and submit building permit applications by December 1, 2026.

Staff are working with Union Community Housing to finalize the APS and move toward
site plan approval and building permit submission.

Comments

This memo is to provide Council with information on new contracted service with Waterloo
Regional Police for dispatching municipal bylaw officers.

The Waterloo Regional Police Service (WRPS) have been working with the area
municipalities’ Chief Administrative Officers (CAQ) to review the current model for handling
and dispatching municipal bylaw calls.

The discussions have been driven by three primary factors:

1. WRPS Cost Recovery and Public Safety Communications Centre — A new Public Safety
Communications Centre will be constructed. The WRPS Board has directed the Police
Service to initiate discussions on cost-sharing arrangements for dispatching Bylaw Services
with area municipalities and the townships.

2. Impact on WRPS Call Wait Times and NENA Standards — the current model, in which
Bylaw calls are routed through the WRPS general inquiry line has led to increased wait times.
This has hindered the Police Service’s ability to meet National Emergency Number
Association (NENA) standards for call response times, impacting overall service quality to all
citizens in the region.

3. Concerns Over Service Delivery and Privacy Compliance — Dispatching Bylaw calls over
regular police communication channels has raised concerns regarding privacy compliance,
violating privacy regulations and RCMP guidelines governing access to the Canadian Police
Information Centre (CPIC) database.

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Historically and currently, the City of Cambridge bylaw compliance officers are dispatched by
WRPS to respond to bylaw related calls requiring a 24/7 response. These calls typically
include noise complaints, parking issues, fireworks, and backyard fires. All other call types
such as property standards, lot maintenance, corridor management, snow and ice, continue to
be directed to the Municipal Bylaw team and/or Service Cambridge. This service delivery
structure remains unchanged.

Over the years, City of Cambridge has experienced a consistent year-over-year increase in
complaint volumes. In 2024, City of Cambridge bylaw calls accounted for 24.9% of all bylaw
calls dispatched by WRPS across the Region, underscoring the significant demand for timely
and dedicated service.

Through this new agreement WRPS will be providing the following:
Dedicated Bylaw Dispatcher/Radio Channel

A dedicated, 24/7 dispatch station exclusively for bylaw enforcement. The objective is to
deliver consistent, streamlined service and improve response times for bylaw related calls.

Currently, bylaw calls peak during evening and weekend hours, often competing with police
and emergency priorities. By creating a separate bylaw dispatch channel, police resources
can remain focused on more urgent public safety matters, while ensuring that bylaw concerns
are received, prioritized, and addressed promptly while maintaining bylaw officer safety.

Dedicated Phone Number

WRPS will introduce a dedicated phone number for bylaw services across the Region,
creating a single, centralized point of contact for the public. This unified approach will
streamline how residents report bylaw concerns, ensuring the same number is used
regardless of municipality. Some key benefits of a centralized number include:

. Simplifies public access by eliminating confusion over which number to call.
. Reduces wait times through a dedicated channel for bylaw related issues.
. Enhances customer experience and operational efficiency by providing consistent

service across all municipalities.

WRPS along with the participating municipalities will launch a marketing campaign promoting
the new dedicated bylaw dispatch service beginning this summer.

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Financial Impact:

Annual costs of approximately $290,000 will be required and have been approved as part of
the 2026 budget.

Managing Safety Concerns for staff:

Recent trends show by-law officers dealing with more aggressive behaviour from the public.
They often meet people late at night, on private property, in groups, or under the influence of
drugs or alcohol.

Having a dedicated dispatch channel is essential for keeping bylaw officers safe and allowing
them to do their jobs effectively. WRPS can quickly step in when a bylaw officer faces an
emergency or a situation that is becoming unsafe. Before sending a bylaw officer to a call,
WRPS can also check the address and review property or occupant information, including any
warnings about people living there. This helps them decide whether a bylaw officer can attend
alone or if police support is needed.

The dedicated channel also allows WRPS to monitor bylaw officer safety in real time. Officer
radios have an emergency button they can press if in danger. When activated, it sends an
instant alert with their exact location so help can arrive right away.

Staff reviewed several other dispatch options, including using the Fire Department to dispatch
certain calls or sending two officers to every call. Both options are approximately the same
cost as the WRPS proposal but would not give officers the important information they need
about properties or individuals before they arrive nor would it be as simple for the public.

Next Steps:

The Cities of Cambridge, Waterloo, and Kitchener, along with North Dumfries, are close to
finalizing a multi-party agreement with WRPS for the new dedicated dispatch channel.

WRPS will begin hiring staff in early 2026 to support the dedicated dispatch channel, with the
service expected to launch in July 2026.

Government Relations and Consultation Activity in 2025

Providing feedback to other levels of government is an important activity for the City to ensure
that the impact of proposed legislative changes on the Cambridge community are considered.
The government relations consultation review process was developed in order to provide a
centralized way to coordinate and track opportunities for the City to provide input into Federal
and Provincial legislative, regulatory, and programming considerations. This process is
governed by the Government Relations Consultation Tracking Policy (Policy Number A09
ADM 008).

From January 1 to December 31, 2025, a total of seven (7) government relations consultation
reviews took place (Appendix A). A review is initiated by staff when we have identified
potential impacts to Cambridge and where appropriate, staff provide a response. If Council
endorsement is required, staff will bring a report forward; in other cases, it is brought forward
for information bi-annually within a Council Information Package (CIP).

In 2025, The City provided comments for two (2) of the seven (7) opportunities. The total
number of consultation opportunities were similar to 2024 when six (6) activities were
reviewed during the year. The number of government relations consultations undertaken
each year is contingent upon the requests brought forward by other levels of Government,
agencies, associations etc.

Staff will continue to review and facilitate responses to proposed changes that impact
Cambridge residents in 2026, and advise Council and the Community of any significant
developments it needs to be aware of.

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External Grant Application Tracking and Results in 2025

The City is pleased to share that there were seven (7) successful grant applications in 2025
totaling $32,418,010. This represents an increase of 57% as compared to the $20,638,448
total funding amount received in 2024

Since September of 2021, the City has secured over $69 million dollars in grant funding.
These totals represent funds which would otherwise be drawn from the tax base or City
reserve funds. Staff will continue their commitment to the public value of sustainability going
forward, consistently finding ways to lessen the financial burden on the taxpayer while also
maintaining or enhancing City service levels. With these successful funding contributions, the
City is also able to further its strategic actions related to increasing housing options, providing
age friendly services that are accessible to all, enhancing equity and inclusion efforts and
taking action to combat climate change, among many others.

2025 Grant Summary:

From January 1 to December 31, 2025, there were forty-two (42) grant funding opportunities
reviewed and tracked, including:

e Seven (7) which were successful

e Five (5) which were unsuccessful
e Seven (7) have been submitted and are pending results
e Three (3) are being reviewed by staff to determine eligibility

e Twenty (20) were reviewed by staff and determined the City was either not eligible or
did not have a suitable project that either met the funding requirements and/or could be
completed within the grant timeframe.

There are many factors that affect external funding decisions, including the number of
applications received relative to the amount of funding available. Cambridge has been very
successful at obtaining grant funding previously.

Summary

Corporate Strategy will continue to investigate opportunities to enhance the methods we use
to both proactively identify funding/ grant opportunities and increase our success rates with
applications. The team will also continue to monitor and track both advocacy and grant
opportunities and will provide information on future activity in the form of a biannual Council
Information Package (CIP) in six months’ time.

On January 12, 2026, Council of the Town of Fort Frances passed the following into
resolution:

Whereas the Fort Frances Municipal Airport serves the Town of Fort Frances, the
District of Rainy River, and the First Nation communities of the Southern Treaty #3
region; and

Whereas the Fort Frances Municipal Airport plays a vital role in supporting medevac
flights, wildfire response operations, business travel, tourism, and the movement of
essential goods for the entire region; and

Whereas the termination of scheduled passenger air service in May, 2024 resulted in the
loss of eligibility to funding through the federal Airport Capital Assistance Program
(ACAP); and

Whereas other provinces, including British Columbia, Saskatchewan, and Alberta, have
recognized the importance of regional airports by establishing dedicated provincial
funding programs, and Ontario currently does not; and

Whereas maintaining aging airport infrastructure has become increasingly difficult
without predictable provincial support;, and

Whereas regional airports serve broader provincial and regional interests, and
municipalities cannot shoulder the financial burden alone.

Therefore, be it resolved that the Council of the Town of Fort Frances hereby calls upon
the Province of Ontario to:

1. Establish an Ontario Airport Capital Assistance Program (OACAP) to provide
dedicated annual funding for small and regional airports; and

2. Ensure eligibility for a broad range of capital projects, including safety upgrades,
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equipment replacement, and runway maintenance; and

3. Engage municipalities in program design, ensuring local needs and realities are
reflected in funding criteria; and

4. Recognize the essential role of airports in medevac and emergency services,
especially in remote and northern communities.

FONOM Welcomes Federal Support for Steel and Lumber Sectors
Impacted by U.S, Tariffs

Northeastern Ontario — The Federation of Northern Onterio Municipalities (FONOM) welcomes
today’s announcement by Prime Minister Mark Camey outlining new federal measures to support
Canada’s steel and softwood lumber industries, which continue to face unprecedented challenges
due to aggressive U.S. tariY actions.

The federal plan includes strengthened protections for domestic producers, expanded financial
supports for companies facing liquidity pressures, and new incentives to increase the use of
Cenadian steel and lumber in national infrastructure and housing projects. These measures aim to
stabilize sectors vital to the cconomies of many Northern Ontario communities.

Prime Minister Carney announced that Canada will significantly tighten tariff-rate quotas on foreign
steel imports, opening an estimated $850 million in domestic demand for Canadian producers. In
addition, the federal government is allocating $500 million in new financing for softwood lumber
firms, paired with a further $500 million expansion of the Business Development Bank of
Canada’s softwood guarantee program.

FONOM is encouraged by the federal government’s recognition of the pressures facing Northern
resource-based communities, where steel and lumber operations support thousands of jobs and
anchor local economies,

“These measures acknowledge what Northern Ontario has long understood — that onr steel
and lumber sectors are national economic pillars,” said FONOM President Dave Plourde
“U.S. tariffs continue to destabilize communities across the North, and today’s announcement
provides needed tools to help our workers and industries adapt, compete, and grow.”

FONOM also welcomes the federal commitment to reduce interprovineial freight rates by 50 per
cent for steel and lumber shipments beginning next spring. Lower transportation costs will help
Northern producers access new domestic markets and move product efficiently while north-south

trade remains constrained.

As part of the plan, the federal government will also advance the Buy Canadian Policy, ensuring
that major defence, construction, and infrastructure projects prioritize Canadian steel, aluminum,

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and wood products. This aligns strongly with FONOM’s longstanding advocacy for procurement
policies that support Canadian jobs and supply chains.

“These steps will
create new demand for made-in-Canada materials while helping stabilize communities affected by
unpredictable U.S. trade actions.”

FONOM looks forward to continued collaboration with federal officials to ensure the timely rollout

of these programs, and to ensure that Northern Ontario municipalities and industries can fully
benefit from the measures announced today.
